Solids work best for best for showing the quilting  
4 x 10” squares plain colours 
Two 5 ½” x 19 ½” pieces for the side borders 
Two 5 ½” x 30” pieces for the top and bottom borders 
One 36” square backing fabric 
One 36” square batting

NOTE: If you are a confident experienced quilter you may like to prepare two quilts
just in  case you finish the first. If don’t use it you have one ready for practicing at
home.

Practice Piece
20” square sandwich (top, batting and backing)

Other

50wt good quality Cotton thread to match or slightly contrast your quilt 
Paper and pencil for notes and drawing 
Needles 80/12, 90/14 Topstitch, Quilting, Embroidery 
Ruler with ½” and 1” increments for marking (6 ½” x 12 ½” is a good size) .
Small pair sharp scissors 
Water soluble marking pen or pencil that can be seen on your fabrics 
Quilting gloves or similar if you use them

There will be options to increase the size of your quilt with different layouts, these will
require additional background fabrics. As this is a mystery class it is difficult to let you
know what you may need. Perhaps choose background fabrics you are certain you can
purchase more of, if required.  

Equipment

Neutral thread for piecing  
Fine pencil or washable marker for drawing on fabric  
Rotary Cutter, mat and quilters ruler (6 ½” square)
New needle for sewing machine  
General sewing supplies eg: pins, scissors

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Cutting Instructions

Modern Mystery

One of your background fabrics will be the more dominant so choose if you want your dark
or light to feature, this will be Background One.

Please read all instructions carefully before starting. 

Cutting instructions are assuming you are using fabrics with a working width of 42”
(105cm) in width. 
 All strips are cut across the width of the fabric unless otherwise stated.

Preparation

From Background One fabric cut: 
         Six 7 ¼” strips then cut thirty two 7 ¼” x 7 ¼” squares 
         Six 3 ½” strips then cut sixty four 3 ½” x 3 ½” squares  

From Background Two fabric cut:  
         Six 7 ¼” strips then cut thirty two 7 ¼” x 7 ¼” squares 
         Eight 2 ¼” strips then cut one hundred and twenty eight 2 ¼” x 2 ¼” squares 

From each of the Colour fabrics One and Two cut: 
         Six 6 ½” strips then from two strips cut eight 6 ½” x 6 ½” ” squares and from the            
         remaining strips cut thirty two 5 ½” x 6 ½” pieces
         Two 2 ½” strips then cut thirty two 2 ½” x 2 ½” squares  

Put all your pieces into marked ziplock bags to avoid confusion on the day. 
This preparation will allow us to get much more sewing done during class.

Supplies

Two quilt sandwiches 18-20” square top/batting and backing one for practice one
for your working piece. Basted ready to quilt. 
NOTE: Solid fabric works best in a neutral white, cream, grey or black.
3 or 4 - 10” squares coloured fabric with fusible web or similar prepared and
fused to the back
50wt good quality Cotton thread - 1 x Black , 1 x White
Paper and pencil for notes and drawing
Needles - 80/12, 90/14 Topstitch, Quilting, Embroidery or bring what you have
Small pair sharp scissors
Water soluble marking pen or pencil
Quilting gloves or similar if you use them
